Have you done all your Christmas shopping? 

It’s nice to buy gifts for your loved ones as a way of 
showing you care about them. Mine is mostly done (I 
wonder if I should buy my cats a gift?) 
 

            As I was thinking of the Christmas season of 
course one thinks of Christ and faith in general. Like 
Mary we are called to contemplate all these things of 
faith in our heart. As I did, I recalled the words of St. 
Augustine who said that even the desire for grace is a 
grace itself. 
 

 For those who believe, we all have many ways 
the faith was first presented to us.  For some, it was 
taught by our families, for others it was what they 
heard in School, in a podcast or in a book.  While the 
faith was introduced to us in many ways, this was but 
the mode of transmission.  At some point there was an 
inner call. A sense of love, a desire to want to know 
more about the Lord, a sense of the righteousness of 
being with the Lord: Something that transformed those 
facts we heard about Christ into true faith.  For some it 
was a distinct or dramatic choice, for others it was 
subtle and we don’t know when our faith was ignited 
only that it was. That is the grace that first came to us, 
of Christ reaching out to us 
 

 Ultimately, Christ initiated that moment of 
encounter when He was born, coming down from 
Heaven to be with us and in time to teach us, open for 
us the gates of Heaven and unite us to Himself and 
through Christ to His Heavenly Father. 
 

 The wise men came and gave their gifts to the 
new-born king, out of love and devotion to Him.  As 
Christmas is the celebration of Christ’s coming, the 
question is what gift will we present to Him?  What 
does one get the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity 
anyway?  Our Blessed Mother, Mary and St. Joseph, 
show us the perfect gift.  He came to be with us so we 
give Jesus what HE wants, ourselves.  We, like Mary 
and Joseph are with Him physically.  While they have 
the manger, we have His presence in the Blessed 
Sacrament and we come to worship Him.  Hey it is 
called Christmas, Christ Mass for a reason, to 
rededicate ourselves to Him as His disciples.  As we 
celebrate this great moment of our faith with family 

and friends in our decorations of a Christmas tree, 
nativity scene or other decorations in our words and 
prayers and in our thoughts, we never forget Him. Like 
Mary, we keep Him always close to our hearts as we 
are close to His Sacred Heart. 
 

I do hope that this Christmas season is a blessed time 
for you and your family and that God gives you every 
joy under Heaven.
