I don’t 
know about you, but I always think to myself,  “I wish that this 
day could last forever”, or that we should visit each other more 
often just to recreate this joy. 
 

  You know, one year as a family was praying, the 
mother, to get her children’s attention, simply said, “Let us give 
thanks” only to hear form her son “Who are we thanking?”  Of 
course, we know it is the Lord the source of all graces.  
 

 As Catholic Christians our spirituality incorporates 
thanksgiving as a daily part of our lives.
