Community Officer for our area that there has been a rise in
distraction thefts. A distraction theft is when an individual
approaches you to give you an item or shake your hand, as
they do, they will then remove jewelry or try to pick pocket
you. These individuals do not enter the Church but wait
outside. So, be aware of any stranger approaching you to
give you something or who wants to talk to you, these
people seem to be targeting young people and the elderly.
We want to assure you that St. Bernard’s is not being
singled out but that such thefts are increasing in Toronto
and they are targeting places where people congregate.
Please be aware that the Toronto Police Services are
investigating and trying to stop these people. It is still safe
to come to Mass but as always it is important that we show
prudence and caution in public places. The Toronto Police
Services have provided pamphlets for your information.
