I write to you with a grateful heart to thank you for your 
outstanding response to the 2025 ShareLife Parish 
Campaign. 
 

Together, our Catholic community raised $15.6 million to 
care for those who are struggling across our Archdiocese.  
Never before has our Parish Campaign reached this level, 
and it is a beautiful testament to the faith, care and

I am deeply aware that this generosity was offered in a time 
of real economic strain.  Many families are carrying heavier 
burdens, feeling the rising cost of daily life and making 
careful choices about what they can give.
